After working closely with educational consultant Lyn Watts throughout 2016, we have
developed a whole school approach to the teaching of Mathematics. We have started
implementing elements of the 8 Key Factors into our classrooms this year, with full
implementation to take place in 2018. Below is a summary of The 8 Key Factors as an
introduction. Every fortnight we will expand on one of them in greater detail.

1. Teach Maths as a Language: Talk Maths using Maths Vocabulary

2. Teachers understand and focus on the Big Ideas

3. Teach Mathematical concepts using Children’s Literature and ‘Real Life’ Maths
4, Topic based approach: Approximately 3 to 4 weeks per topic

5. Pre and Post-Test Topics

7. Teach the 9 Problem Solving Strategies

8. Student Reflections and Evaluation
