Principalõs Report 
 

As the term continues to move along and the students begin to really engage with their lessons, it is great to 
see so many students explore and extend their learning in the core areas of maths, reading and writing.  I 
have also been very impressed by the general behaviour of the students. While some issues have occurred, it 
has been great to see most children seek assistance, learn new ways and perspectives and try to develop 
appropriate responses.  Just last week, I was able to talk with a child who used the term óbig issueô and ósmall 
issueô to put into perspective the problem and then select an appropriate response.  This is a great example on 
the theme of this weekôs article from Michael Grose óbuilding resilienceô.  Resilience has been spoken about a 
lot over recent years and developing it can be a difficult journey for some students.   
 

It has been great to have Nathan Burke working with us again this year. His posters on developing óabove the 
lineô thinking, where students find solutions, take responsibility and make positive changes rather than use 
óbelow the lineô thinking like blame, excuse, denial, justification and ignoring the problem has been very 
powerful when working with our students.  I would encourage all families to continue to use this language of 
óabove the lineô when helping their children work through a variety of problems. 
 
School Council  
I would like to thank all of the members of our community who nominated to be a part of our School Council 
this year.  We are very fortunate to have so many people willing to give up their time to support the ongoing 
development of our school.  I would also like to thank the parents who took the time to vote in the recent 
election.  The successful candidates for the vacant school council positions are: Jodie Prendergast, Kim 
Sullivan, Kate Eadie, John Bothe, Bianca Dobson, Katanya Barlow and Dean Charge. 
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Jewellery 
I have noticed that a number of students are wearing jewellery at school.  The schoolôs Uniform Policy outlines 
that the only jewellery that can be worn at school are a watch and small stud/hoop earrings.  Bracelets and 
necklaces are not to be worn at school, as there is a risk of children being hurt during sport/other activities and 
these items can be lost or damaged.  I have instructed the teachers to remind students of this requirement and 
to have children place non permitted jewellery in their school bag to be taken home.  I will also be visiting 
grades to remind students of this issue.  If a child needs to wear an item of jewellery for cultural/religious 
reasons, requests should be made to me in writing. 
 

Building Update 
As I am sure you are aware, the new classrooms have arrived.  Although the expected completion date is the 
17th May, the builders are working franticly to try and finish earlier, allowing us to move in and begin using the 
new facilities.  This has meant that a large number of tradesmen have been working on site and are currently 
parking in the staff car park.  Staff are trying to double-park in the staff car park wherever possible but some 
staff, (especially part-time staff), may need to park outside the school in the service road.  We believe that this 
will be a short-term issue that will be quickly resolved. 
 

Beach Program 
Last weekôs weather for the grade 5 and 6 beach program was fantastic.  It was great to see our children 
having a wonderful time learning about being safe in the water and óhaving a goô at many different activities.  
Well done to all who were involved in organising, running and supporting this program.  We must also 
acknowledge the wonderful support of the Mt Martha Life Saving Club who ensure the program runs smoothly 
and safely.
