APPROVALS PROCESS FOR ALLIED HEALTH THERAPIES AT SCHOOL

At Mt Eliza Primary School we are continually reviewing and evaluating our learning programs in the pursuit of
excellence. To ensure responsible management of allied health services, we have an approvals process to
maintain our child safe obligations and consider the impacts on all students’ learning. To be considered for onsite
therapy access, please follow the outlined steps below.

Step 1: Request Information- Parents and carers consent form.
Parents provide details regarding the student, therapist and proposed therapy.

Step 2: School Council NDIS Funded Therapy License form and child safety agreement.
Therapist signs and returns school licensing agreement and provides all additional requested documentation.

Step 3: Assessment of therapy request

Once we have received completed documentation, our inclusion team will assess our ability to accommodate
your therapy request. Key considerations include but are not limited to: impacts on curriculum delivery,
availability of appropriate facilities, suggested dates/times and the nature of the therapy provided. Please note,
our duty of care requires staff supervision of allied health professionals, and all approved therapies will need to
take place in a safe and suitable location that can be overseen by a staff member. Final decisions will be made
on a case-by-case basis and considering all relevant factors. The school will endeavour to respond to the request
within 10 business days. The school reserves the right to review and request changes to allied health school
access at any time.




New requests will be assessed in due course. Should you have further questions about allied health access at

Reserve as part of the Endeavour program. We ventured beyond our comfort zones, completing multiple
activities and we had far too much fun for a school day!

We understand that there has been confusion about the School Saving Bonus and the interim solution we have
suggested to help.

Please read this carefully!

If you would like to use your SSB for activities/excursions NOW, you will need to allocate all or part of
the balance to activities — please refer to page 6 of the attached guide for instructions.

In Compass, some parents/carers have the option of using CSEF/credit/SSB for an activity by selecting a tick
box. Apparently not all parents have this choice appear. We have highlighted this problem with Compass, and
we are waiting on their advice that this problem has been rectified or the option of a SSB box added.

In the interim, (after you have allocated the SSB to activities) if you cannot use the tick box on Compass,
we will need you to go to “consent and pay” and type your name in full, then select — “submit consent”. See
the graphic below. This will then identify that you have given permission for your child to attend and that we
should allocate the SSB for payment. Once you have consented on compass please send an email to
ssbh@mtelizaps.vic.edu.au with the following details — Child’s name, Name of excursion/Incursion and the cost.

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PARKING AT SCHOOL AND ROAD SAFETY

There are many places available to park for families who are wanting to drop off or park and walk their
child/children into school. The service road entrance on Wooralla Drive, St James the Less Church, Mt Eliza
Way or streets leading off Mt Eliza Way are all viable parking options. There is also a car park at the back of the
school on the corner of Nepean Highway and Canadian Bay Road.

There is no visitor parking in the staff car park, therefore as a duty of care and due to a safety concerns please
do not walk through the staff car park.

For the safety of students, please observe parking signs

Parents should be aware of the many parking restrictions surrounding the school. There are three main types of
parking restrictions that apply during school drop off and pick up hours. The slip road is not part of the school
and is managed by the Mornington Peninsula Shire and as such, infringement notices can be issued for
disobeying the signs, double parking or dangerously crossing the road.

Students are supervised at the front and in the grounds of the school in the morning from 8.30am until 8.45am
and in the afternoon from 3.15pm to 3.30pm. Please park your car correctly and collect your child/ren from the

front of the school. Do not beckon your child across the road to your car. Children must not run between parked
cars.

There are three designated parking areas in the Wooralla Drive service road:
Kiss and go

Kiss and Go is a No Parking area where you can pull in and either drop off or collect your
children. The line marking is painted red to match the sign. N.B. No Parking means you
can stop (for only 2 minutes) but not get out of your car.

Wait A While

This zone has a 15-minute parking restriction with orange line marking to match the sign

Stop and Chat

This is the area for All Day parking and has green line marking painted to match the signs.

The service road area is not a car park: it is a registered thoroughfare. Parking is only permitted in the marked
bays. A stationary car with the engine running and driver present, waiting for a parking bay to become vacant,
is considered illegally parked as it is not against the curb. Please do not double park. Offenders are regularly
ticketed by Shire Parking Officers.
