1. Log in using your unique SSB code from the Department of Education and email address.

2. Click School Activities

3. Select amount to nominate to transfer (this cannot be changed or reversed). Please allow 48

hours for transfer to take place (The amount does not appear on Compass — only your school
account)

4. You will receive an email confirmation

After you have allocated the SSB to activities you will need to go to “consent and pay” and type your
name in full, then select — “submit consent” (see the graphic below). This will then identify that you have
given permission for your child to attend and that we should allocate SSB for payment. Once you have
consented on compass, please send an email to ssh@mtelizaps.vic.edu.au with the following details —
child’s name, name of excursion/Incursion and the cost. *A reply may not always be received unless we
require additional information.

It is important to note that if your child/ren will be absent, you must notify the school via the
Compass Education App. Compass Education provides a Parent Portal which includes the ability to mark
your child/ren absent if you know your child/ren will be absent from school. Parents will need to download
the Compass Education app to access this service (which is available on both Apple and Android devices).

Steps to add an absence

Open the Compass App.

Click on your child’s photo at the top of the Home Screen

Click on Attendance

Click the blue + icon

From here parents can key in all information required for the absence, including dates, times and
most importantly, the reason for the absence. Please note if parents do not enter their child’s
absence, you will receive a text message letting them know that the child’s absence is unexplained,
with a link to provide an Attendance Note on the Compass Education app.

CSEF

The Camps, Sport and Excursion Fund (“CSEF”) helps ensure that no student misses out on important
educational opportunities. To be eligible for the fund, a parent or legal guardian of a student attending a
government school must:

e On the first day of Term One; or
e On the first day of Term Two:

a) Be an eligible beneficiary within the meaning of the State Concessions Act 2004, that is, be a
holder of a Veterans Affairs Gold Card or be an eligible Centrelink Health Care Card or
Pensioner Concession Card holder; or

b) Be atemporary foster parent; and

¢) Submit an application to the school by the due date.

If you applied for CSEF last year, you do not need to complete an application form this year unless there
has been a change in your circumstances (e.g. change of school, change of family circumstances, change
of name, change of concession card number or new siblings starting school).

You are welcome to submit your CSEF application form and health care card to the school office now.
Please note: Applications for CSEF close on 4 July 2025.

Who is State Schools” Relief?

State Schools’ Relief (35R) is a not<or-profit crganisation that works closely with all gowemment schools across Victoria. Each
year 55R provides assistance to thousands of families experiencing financial disadvantage by supplying new school uniform items
and footwear.
