Once again it has been wonderful to see our year 6 students displaying their leadership skills and 

community connection during their recent and ongoing visits to the local kindergarten. We are so proud 

of the group in how they represent the school. 

 

Keep reading @ Home! 

We work extremely hard to provide the highest quality learning for all students at our school. In order for 

us to maximise on student capabilities we require your help. As parents and guardians, you have a crucial 

role to play within the learning framework. Your assistance at home in discussing school is an invaluable 

aspect of student learning. This provides opportunities for students to reflect and consolidate their 

understandings. As a minimum it would be fantastic to set aside some time each night to share a love of 

literacy. Reading to your child, reading with them, listening to them read to you and discussing the book 

(pictures, themes, characters, plot, setting, what might happen next etc..) are all helpful ways of engaging 

with your child around literacy. 

 

Cyber Safe 

How cyber safe are you? Does your child have access to the internet at home? Do they have access via 

their phone? Are they allowed to search the internet freely without your supervision? 

  

The staff continue to model and teach our students about the impacts of being cyber safe! This is a very 

real and current issue with so many young and vulnerable people having access to devices and internet 

access. This involves social media as well. There are many age restrictions on certain Apps and social 

media sites. Parents need to be aware of these. They exist for a reason. Many of these software 

packages are trackable and without appropriate settings being applied, locations are easily visible. 

Additional to this, is the fact that a young person chatting to another unknown person may seem and feel 

innocent to the user….how do they (or you, or me) know who is actually on the other end of the chat 

site? Here a few of the availed sites and their current age limits: 

Snapchat – 12 yrs old to have snapchat 

Instagram – 12 years 

Facebook - 13 years 

Kik, Tumblr, Vine, Omegle – 17+ years  

Cyber safety is a real issue. Apart from perpetrators there are also so many examples of cyber bullying 

that students need to be aware of. There are potential dangers of using such software and 

communications. We often talk to children about stranger danger…what about cyber stranger danger? 

As a school we are committed to educating and promoting safe online practices. We continue to do this 

via our participation and accreditation as an e-smart school. This involves teaching the students and 

modelling targeted and explicit cyber safe practices. We also promote a positive and supportive learning 

culture through our whole school wellbeing programs. This permeates across the school and helps to 

ensure students conduct themselves in a positive and respectful manner at all times (online or in person). 

As a parent you have a significant role to play in educating, modelling and policing online behaviour and 

activity. Be aware not alarmed! And most importantly be proactive and educated on the ever-evolving 

cyber world. If you have any concerns, please contact myself or your child’s teacher.

YEAR 5 AND 6 LOCAL EXCURSION TO MILLBANK RESERVE  
 

As part of our current learning theme ‘Community and Taking Action’ our Year 5 and 6 students recently 
spent a rewarding day at Millbank Reserve, putting their knowledge into practice in a real-world setting. 
With the support of local volunteers and Kim from Wild Kindling, students explored the native flora and 
fauna of the reserve and discovered how 25 years of dedicated community volunteer efforts have 
transformed the area from a weed-infested site into a thriving natural habitat and a welcoming natural 
space for everyone to enjoy. 
 
Students actively contributed to this ongoing restoration by removing invasive weeds and planting 
native and Indigenous species. They planted almost 500 plants - an amazing effort that not only 
supported the local ecosystem but demonstrated how individuals, especially young people, can make 
a meaningful difference in their community. 
 
The day finished with a reflective nature walk, where students engaged in a journaling and mapping 
activity designed to deepen their connection to the land. This hands-on experience perfectly 
complemented our classroom focus, showing students that caring for the environment is a powerful 
way to strengthen and support our local community. Well done to everyone involved!

ATTENDANCE 
 

 
 

It is important to note that if your child/ren will be absent, you must notify the school via 
the Compass Education App. Compass Education provides a Parent Portal which includes the 
ability to mark your child/ren absent if you know your child/ren will be absent from school. Parents 
will need to download the Compass Education app to access this service (which is available on 
both Apple and Android devices). 
 
Steps to add an absence 

1. Open the Compass App. 
2. Click on your child’s photo at the top of the Home Screen 
3. Click on Attendance 
4. Click the blue + icon 
5. From here parents can key in all information required for the absence, including dates, 

times and most importantly, the reason for the absence.  
 
*Please note if parents do not enter their child’s absence, you will receive a text message 
letting them know that the child’s absence is unexplained, with a link to provide an 
Attendance Note on the Compass Education app and a phone call may also be made from 
the school as a reminder if not actioned. 

 
If you received a text saying your child is absent 

1. Click on the link in your text message OR Follow steps 1-2 above then, 
2. Click the un-explained tab at the bottom 
3. Select each unexplained absence date and complete.

To start primary school in 2026, your child will need to turn 5 years old by 30 April, 2026. Schooling is 
compulsory for children who have turned 6 years old. 
 
Prep (Foundation) application for enrolment can be completed between the 22 April and the 25 July 2025. 
 
How do I enrol my child in their first year of primary school? 

 
1. Find your local school on findmyschool.vic.gov.au website, which hosts the most up-to-date information 

about Victorian school zones.  
 

2. Click to download the Prep (Foundation) enrolment information pack.  
 

3. Click to download the Factsheet for Prep (Foundation) enrolment 2026. 
 

4. Submit an enrolment application for Prep (Foundation) by Friday, 25 July 2025.

5. You will be notified of the outcome of your application between Monday 28 July and Friday 8 August

7. Your child will start Prep (Foundation) from a date advised by our school, in 2026.
